• The survey contained a specific questionnaire for each Committee, and some 
questions that focused on the overall breadth of the Committees. 

• Participants were encouraged to leave some general comments relevant to 
specific Committees, and the Committees as a whole. 

• The questions were based primarily on the Audit Committee handbook (2012) 
suggested self-assessment questions

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• Online questionnaire was circulated in December 2023 to Committee Members 
and regular meeting attendees; 

• Each Committee will consider their specific Committee results and any actions 
they wish to take forward as a Committee at their April- June Committees

and themes will then feed into the overall Board review of effectiveness in 
Quarter 1 of 2024.

• 11 responses were received to the survey.
