
Example of Agreement for 1:1 Safeguarding Supervision



It is envisaged that the duration of the session will be up to two hours, however this can be negotiated, and the session should be held in a mutually agreed appropriate venue. There should be an agreement on how often the 1:1 supervision should take place.
The purpose of the session is to:
· Discuss safeguarding cases, and by using a model of reflection enable practitioners to review
and reflect on their practice, decision making and interventions in order to achieve the best outcomes for the child/adult at risk and family.
· Ensure that the practitioner is clear about his/ her role, responsibilities and accountability
in accordance with National Safeguarding Procedures, Guidance and Policy, through discussion and advice.
· To provide effective support, constructive feedback and challenge where necessary, the emotional impact of this work should always be acknowledged.
· To assist practitioners in the identifying of any gaps in skills and knowledge.
